Background

Young People Leading Change (YPLC) emerged in 2013 with the belief that with the right support young-people can make significant contributions towards creating a more positive society in NI. Our vision it to nurture a generation of young-people who are willing and able to lead change. YPLC creates opportunities for young-people to develop their dialogue and leadership potential through working and learning alongside others from different backgrounds both at home and abroad.

YPLC is led by a diverse voluntary group of young-adults from all backgrounds across NI who come together to deliver activities which inspire hope in young-people and society. A key outcome is to develop greater understanding, friendship and cooperation between young-people from all social backgrounds and cultural traditions. 

International 
Our international project has been running since 2018. The 2019 project will support 28 young people, aged 16 – 19 years old from across NI to broaden their understanding and experience by participating in an international youth exchange project. As well as having time for enjoyment and fun, participants will learn from discussing issues that they identify as important in their lives. Alongside this, they will be supported to develop their capacity to lead similar dialogue with others. The involvement of young people from all backgrounds is greatly valued.

The international project will begin in March and finish in September. It includes structured preparation and evaluation in Northern Ireland, as well as an 8 night exchange in either the Basque region (Spain) or Berlin (Germany) over July. 
Project groups: Whilst applications are made by individuals, the participants will work in a project group (consisting of 14 participants and 2 group coordinators). Group structure will represent a balance of all backgrounds, traditions and interests in Northern Ireland. To ensure this balance, we encourage applications from a wide range of backgrounds.
Financial contribution: Participants are expected to fund-raise or contribute a minimum of £350 towards the overall cost of the project.

Application process: All applications will be considered and short-listed accordingly. All applicants will receive a response. Final selection of participants will be carried out on 2nd March 2019 through an informal interview. In order to maintain the full continuity of the learning experience those applying must be available for all dates shown.
