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QUB RAG International Partner Application Guidelines – 2019/20
Queen’s University Belfast RAG (Raise & Give) is the official fundraising group of the Students’ Union. We are entirely student-led and pride ourselves on creativity and fundraising that is slightly beyond the norm.

Over the course of each academic year we hold a series of events to raise much needed funds as well as awareness for very worthwhile causes.

QUB RAG are inviting applications to secure an International Charity Partner over the academic year 2019/20.  QUB RAG will support the successful international charity partner to recruit a team of student volunteers who will fundraise and raise awareness for the charity throughout the 2019/20 academic year as well as participate in an international volunteer-related experience with the charity.

Eligibility Criteria:
To apply you must:

· Be a registered Charity.
· Provide international volunteer-related experiences to students.
· Receive little (less than £20,000 per annum) or no NI government funding.
· Be able to recruit and fully support students in their fundraising efforts throughout the year, including training, on-campus visits and practical support.

· Be able to attend Freshers Fair in September 2019 (1 or 2 days).
· Have a volunteering policy and appropriate insurances (e.g. public liability) in place. 
Shortlisting Criteria:
To be considered for shortlisting, you must:

· Demonstrate the nature of the work that the charity is involved in.
· Convey the level of which the Charity can support student recruitment and fundraising throughout the year, both on and off-campus (please include information about proposed training, on-campus visits and practical support).

· Clarify details of the international volunteer-related experiences the charity can provide to students (please include types of activity the student would be involved in, a rundown of the support that your organisation provides to volunteers pre-departure and during their visit and approximate funds individual students would be required to raise).
· Communicate the perceived relevance of the charity to the lives of students.

If a charity is affiliated to a particular political party or religious organisation, this does not prevent them from being chosen, but this factor will be taken into consideration. RAG has no political or religious affiliations.

A list of all charities, complete with contact details, which have submitted applications for consideration, shall be retained by the QUB Raise and Give organisation. 
The Process:

Charities complete and submit application form. 

**Please note that further information may be requested by the panel, after the date of submission, for further clarification**
Eligible submissions will be shortlisted to two charities by a panel made up of students, student officers and staff.  The shortlisted two charities will all face an all-student vote to find the most popular one.

On the days Tuesday 5th March and Wednesday 6th March 2019, the shortlisted charities will be put to an open, online, student vote whereby every student of Queen’s University will have the opportunity to vote for their preferred charities at www.qubsu.org
Voting is carried out via a preferential voting system (the same system used in NI Assembly Elections, where a voter puts a number beside their initial preference, followed by their second preference, and so on).

Shortlisted charities are invited to raise awareness of their charities on campus during the all-student vote.  It is encouraged that applying charities block book Tuesday 5th March and Wednesday 6th March 2019 in their diaries should they successfully be shortlisted.

Voting closes at 5pm on Wednesday 6th March 2019 and the international partner charity selected for the 2019/20 academic year will be announced alongside the Student Leader Election results in The Speakeasy at 8pm.

Notification of successful shortlisting: Thursday 28th February 2019.

All-student vote: 7am on Tuesday 5th March to 5pm on Wednesday 6th March 2019.
